
Central Methodist Church, Chesterfield 
 
Central Methodist Church is situated at the east end of Saltergate, and close to the western apex 
of a triangular roundabout, known officially as the Holywell Cross car park, but locally as the 
donut.  
  
Ample Car Parking is available in the Holywell car park located in the do-nut roundabout, which is 
2-3 minutes walk from Central or in the Saltergate Multi-storey (S40 1UT) is located directly 
opposite Central Methodist Church.

There is also a very limited amount of car parking behind Central which is reserved those who 
have a pre-arranged a car-parking space, or for dropping off passengers who are disabled. 
  
Attendees are asked to use the side entrance on the right-hand side as you face the building 
rather than the stairs at the front.  Stewards will be around to help guide you around the building. 
 

  
 



Directions  
From the railway station turn left and follow the bridge over the dual carriageway. This is pretty 
much the road to Central, so stay on that road as it bends right, away from the Crooked Spite, and 
cross the road at the crossing outside the Winding Wheel theatre. Continue  on the other side, 
past the  Blue Bell pub, and the church is approximately 2 minutes away, on the left. 
 
From the bus station, cross the road toward town, walk up past the library and then past 
McDonalds. Keep heading up through town, past the market stalls, turning slightly to your left to 
pass HSBC bank. Follow Glumangate all the way to the top, turn right into Saltergate. Central is 
approximately 1 minute away, on your right. 
 
By Car 
 For those approaching from: 
  
Sheffield on the Unstone/Dronfield bypass, 
At Tesco Extra/Casa roundabout, turn right onto Lockoford Road. 
At Vertu Toyota garage roundabout, turn left onto B6057, Sheffield Road. 
Passing the University of Derby on your left, take the first exit at the next roundabout onto B6543, 
staying in the right hand lane.  
Follow the road around Holywell Cross car park.  
  
the Brimington and Staveley direction, turn left onto the Chesterfield by-pass (A61 South) 400yds 
after passing Sainsbury’s,  joining route 1 at the second roundabout, and thence follow the 
instructions as above. 
  
the Bolsover direction, enter Chesterfield down Hady Hill, which is long and steep, pass under a 
railway bridge, and join up with route 1 at the road overbridge 
 
the M1, follow the A617 (signed to Chatsworth) at Junction 29, and reach a large roundabout 
immediately after passing under the railway. Take the third exit, following the A617 in the middle 
lane to the next roundabout, then follow the B6543 as in 1 
 
the Clay Cross direction, follow the A61 past Cine World on your right, to the large roundabout in 
4, take the second exit, following the A617 in the middle lane to the next roundabout, then follow 
the B6543 as in 1 
 
Matlock, enter Chesterfield down Park Road, past the swimming pool on the right until you reach 
a large roundabout. Take the exit marked ‘town centre’, then after less than 100yds turn left up 
Rutland Road, and right onto Saltergate at the top of the hill. Continue past Central on the right, 
and join the donot roundabout. To access the car park, you will need to traverse two and a half 
sides of the roundabout. 
  
Baslow and the Peak District, enter Chesterfield along Chatsworth Road (A619), past St Thomas’s 
church on the left and then Morrison’s on the right. Continue around a small pear drop shaped 
roundabout, past Lidl on the left, and come to the large roundabout in 6, following the same 
directions from that point.
